The one thing I am convinced of and that is that God has a 

plan and purpose for every life. 

First, I would like to thank the members and the Executive Board of Louisiana 

CURE for the vote of confidence to serve another term as your President.  We 

all have much work to do as a team to make changes in the current system.  

 

 Many changes have taken place since our last newsletter.  We now have a new 

Governor and there are many new faces in the Legislature. Governor-elect 

Bobby Jindal states that ethics is his top priority.  Louisiana CURE can only 

hope that this will include the Dept. of Corrections.  Public safety is still at the 

top of our list also, but we have to look at restorative justice that should include 

real re-entry programs for those that have made a mistake, done their time and 

are now re-entering society. 

 

During the election campaign, LA CURE, along with area member 

organizations was invited to attend the EBRP Sheriffôs Forum sponsored by 

WIN (Working Interfaith Network), which took place at the Star Hill Baptist 

Church. The candidates promised they would allow us to be a part of the 

transition team.  If this holds true, we will be at the table when some major 

decisions are made and possibly be allowed to offer suggestions. 

 

Has anyone looked at the total budget of Corrections? - close to a billion 

dollars! Are the taxpayers of Louisiana getting their moneyôs worth? We think 

not. When a person is incarcerated, the taxpayers should get the very most for 

their tax dollars along with incarceration for the crime.  Rehabilitation and 

restoration should be the concern. When released, the person should be a better 

person, not bitter and not without work skills or a hopeful future. 

 

On a National basis, the full House has approved the Second Chance Act Re-

Entry legislation, which provided fundamental assistance to persons who have 

paid their debt to society.  This Act would give released people the ability and 

the needed resources for real re-entry back into society.  It is essential that we 

stop the revolving door. It is time to get out of the prison business. Education 

and prevention would be a better approach 

 

Louisiana CURE is currently working on several key projects for the months of 

December and January. 

¶ Louisiana CURE will partner with Cornerstone Builders AmeriCorps and 

ñCops and Clergyò Outreach Ministry, led by Leo Jackson, (more info on 

Leo elsewhere in this newsletter) in sponsoring the first free trip to Angola 

for prisoners. 

¶ Funded by the Catholic Campaign for Human Development (CCHD) grant 

funds, LA CURE will present a Criminal Justice Reform Forum. The 

Forum will provide information that will help citizens to become more 

informed on the legislative process and how they can work together will 

their legislators. 

¶ The ongoing eTc Campaign (Equitable Telephone Charges) is working to 

improve and cut the high cost of the prison telephone systems. You can 

help by letting your Public Service Commissioner or local legislator know 

how unfair it is for you to have pay such high costs to talk with your loved 

one. 

¶ We will be working even more to transform the attitude of the public 

towards prisoners by introducing restorative justice to address the hurts 

and needs of victims, offenders and the community so healing can begin.  

We will also work with other groups to promote parole eligibility for 

lifers.

Words from Leo Jackson 
 
My name is Leo Jackson.  I am a member and 

supporter of Louisiana CURE and a member of 

Cornerstone Builders Americorps (a leadership 

development program for the formerly incarcerated).  

I am a former inmate who served over 32 years in 

prison before I was pardoned on June 6, 2006.  I am a 

minister of the Gospel and a graduate of the New 

Orleans Baptist Theological Seminary ï Angola 

Extension. 

 

In July 2007, I was appointed Executive director of 

Second Zion Baptist ñCops and Clergyò Outreach 

Ministry.  Cops and Clergy Outreach Ministry is 

devoted to helping juvenile delinquents and adult ex-

offenders with the transition from incarceration to life 

in the free world.  We are a non-profit, Christian 

organization of Second Zion Baptist Church, located 

at 6520 Second Avenue, Marrero, Louisiana 70072, 

James Nelson Brown, Pastor. 

 

In partnership with Cornerstone Builders Americorps and Louisiana 

CURE, Cops and Clergy is co-sponsoring free bus trips to the 

Louisiana State Penitentiary at Angola.  The first trip is scheduled to 

leave from New Orleans on December 15, 2007.  We plan to make 

these free bus trips available at least five times a year.  The operation is 

being funded by Cornerstone builders Americorps, Cops and Clergy, 

CURE and donations from individual donors.  We hope to extend these 

trips in the future to include other penal institutions such as DCI, Hunt 

and Rayburn.  Our goal is to help reunite family members with 

incarcerated loved ones.  We welcome the help of any individual, group 

or organization that would like to become a co-sponsor of these bus 

trips. 

 

Louisiana CURE and Cops and Clergy Ministry are also co-sponsoring 

support group sessions for formerly incar-cerated persons.  These 

sessions are held bi-weekly at Second Zion Baptist Church. 

 

Cops and Clergy Ministry is coordinating a series of other projects such 

as trash and debris pickup in public housing areas.  We also provide 

mentoring services to at risk youth, juvenile delinquents, and to 

formerly incarcerated offenders of all ages.  One of the most effective 

ways to help young people is through mentoring.  Mentors help their 

mentees stay at school, achieve their goals and avoid unsafe activities. 

 

To make sure our mentors are equipped to meet the special needs of 

those they will be mentoring, we provide mentoring training seminars 

every two months.  These sessions are conducted by Elaine and 

Michael Ellerbe, employees of the Louisiana Department of Public 

Safety and Corrections. 

 

As a member and supporter of CURE, a member of Cornerstone 

Builders Americorps, and director of Cops and Clergy, I find myself in 

the unique position of being able to advocate the cause of the 

incarcerated while providing assistance to the formerly incarcerated as 

well as to members of their families.  I thank God for bestowing such a 

great honor upon me!

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Prisons or Schools?

Thanks to the dedication of reformers like Haywood 

Fair of Tallulah, co-founder of People United for 

Education and Action, Louisiana is poised to lead the 

country in a good thing:  shutting down a prison to 

replace it with a school.  Ten years ago, the Steve 

Hoyle Rehabilitation Center was making national 

headlines for appalling conditions and rampant abuse 

of the juveniles incarcerated there.  Now the 

organization and the people of Tallulah are 

negotiating with the state to close the prison and turn 

it into ñSuccess Centerò providing classes and 

training for juveniles and adults alike.  

 

If you run into Haywood Fair, tell him Iôm with him.  

Not just for Tallulah, but for all prisons.  I feel deeply 

for victims of the crimes for which inmates are 

incarcerated.  But as followers of Christ we must 

remember that the list of victims also includes the 

family of the incarcerated and the incarcerated 

themselves.  If we as a society spent more time, 

talent, and treasure on education, not just for 

academics, and not just for the innocent young, but 

also for the teens and adults that have fallen off track, 

we wouldnôt have so much need for prisons.  While it 

is true that we need to protect victims from further 

victimization, that we need to get the attention of the 

offenders, and that the offenders need some time out 

to chill out and peace out, it is also true that 

retribution has no place in a Christian society.  Christ 

commanded that we forgive ñseventy times seven 

timesò.  If going to the extreme of the cross means 

anything, it was to show that He meant what He said 

to His very dying breath.  Each life, however poorly 

used, was created by God.  We are not showing 

proper respect to God with all our hearts and souls,  

minds and might if we do not respect His handiwork. 

 

Freedom from Fear.  How great this country could be 

if we fought for that Freedom instead of giving in to 

the Fear-based Culture of Death, the false culture that 

leads to justifying neglect of the poor, to life 

sentences, and to the death penalty.  We are disciples 

of Faith, Hope, and Love; and the method we use is 

Justice.

Mother Antonia, the Prison Angel 
Visits Louisiana

On November 5-10 Mother Antonia, formerly Mary Clarke of Beverly 

Hills, came to Louisiana to spread her message of Godôs Love to the 

inmates of Angola State Penitentiary, the Louisiana Correctional 

Institute for Women, and Elayn Hunt Correctional Center.  Mother 

Antonia has spent the last 30 years voluntarily residing in a cell in the 

La Mesa Penitentiary maximum security prison in Tijuana, Mexico, 

where she plans to remain for life and to be buried. 

 

At age 50, after marrying and divorcing two husbands and raising 7 

children of her own, Mary Clarke received a call from the Lord to 

ñcome follow Meò in a dream in which she held the face of Jesus as He 

lay on the cross preparing to be nailed down.  She reports that His face 

was blank in the dream.  Now, as she holds the faces of the prisoners as 

they go into surgery or wipes the sweat off their brows as they are 

made to stand for hours in the sun or rubs their wrists where the 

handcuffs were too tight, she imagines that each one is the face of 

Jesus. 

 

She has resolutely accepted poverty after a life of wealth and privilege 

to provide much needed basic supplies.  Countless times she has faced 

down guards bent on physical punishment or humiliation of the 

prisoners, begging for mercy and working for the conversion of the 

prison staff.  The Holy Spirit in her shines so forcefully that she 

appears much larger and decades younger than her petite, eighty-one 

year old blonde frame. Her generous smile and her passion for justice 

and the sharing of Godôs mission of redemption disarm even the most 

cynical of guards. 

 

She draws much of her inspiration for her message of hope from the 

writings of St. Paul from prison in Rome.  The Church in the La Mesa 

compound is called St. Paul In Chains. 

 

During her visit she spoke at Our Lady of Mercy Catholic Church in 

Baton Rouge.  She told how in Mexico they have no death penalty and 

no life sentences ñbecause everyone should have hopeò.  At Hunt, she 

attended Friday Mass, singing along to ñOur God Is an Awesome Godò 

and giving a homily full of love, mercy, and hope.  ñMadreò then spent 

half an hour after Mass hugging each and every prisoner.  She brought 

with her one of her fellow nuns from the order she founded, the Eudist 

Servants of the Eleventh Hour.  After lifting the spirits of prisoners and 

free people alike for a week, they asked for our prayers to help them as 

they minister to some of the toughest of Godôs children. 
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ODYSSEY HOUSE LOUISIANA 
Ulysses Long 

 
After having served over 20 years, I was released on 

parole to Minnesota and after 5 years on parole, I 

received a full pardon from the state of Louisiana.  In 

2005, I was named the program coordinator to the 

prisoner re-entry program, a federal program aimed 

at reducing recidivism in LA.  There were thirty 

grants awarded throughout the United States and 

Louisiana received two of those grants. One serves 

the greater New Orleans area which includes Orleans, 

Jefferson, St. Bernard, and Plaquemine Parish.  The 

other grant was issued to the Baton Rouge area.  

 

The program is designed to provide ex-offenders with 

the basic necessities, once released, to assist them in 

success-fully re-entering society.  We assist them in 

finding gainful employment with the emphasis on 

placing them in a career position rather than just a 

job. This entails training in a variety of fields. We 

assist them in obtaining driverôs license, birth 

certificates, social security cards, ID cards and GED. 

We also provide them with work clothes and tools as 

needed. We will assist them with resumes and job 

interview training. 

 

According to the guidelines of the program, those 

wishing to participate in the program cannot have a 

violent or sex conviction in their adult criminal 

history, with exceptions for violent convictions. The 

person must be returning to the greater New Orleans 

area, which includes Orleans, Jefferson, St. Bernard 

and Plaquemines Parish. They must be eighteen years 

or older. All participants will have access to a mentor 

who will be available to assist them in their 

successful transition back into society. 

 

Our staff consists of three case managers and two job 

developers.  If you have any further questions relative 

to our program, please feel free to call or e-mail at 

the below listed contact information.

Church in Baton Rouge, LA CURE was invited to 

participate with the EBR Sheriffôs Forum sponsored 

by WIN (Working Interfaith Network). All 

candidates were present to answer prepared questions from community 

leaders and present their platforms. Kathy Gess, represent-ing LA 

CURE read a brief statement with a reference to Act 61 of 2006 which 

mandates certified treatment and rehabilitation programs be offered to 

inmates, and then 

asked the candidates, ñIf elected, will you offer the inmates programs to 

ensure that they will have a chance of coming out better people than 

when they went in?ò (The questions were phrased to be answered yes 

or no. All the candidates answered yes) WIN has a 12 year history in 

EBRP and is a part of a statewide and national PICO (People 

Improving Communities through Organizing) network. Our thanks to 

WIN for the invitation and for the opportunity to be a part of the 

transition team with the new sheriffôs administration  

(In a runoff election on Nov. 17, Sid Gautreaux became the new EBR 

Sheriff. Congratulations to Mr. Gautreaux and LA CURE would like to 

extend to you and your staff any assistance that we can provide in 

helping you achieve your

UNLOCKING AMERICA 
Why and How to Reduce Americaôs Prison Population 

 

This 32 page report was published by the JFA Institute.  There are nine 

authors, including Dr.  James Austin, the JFA Institute President.  The 

authors of this report have spent their careers studying crime and 

punishment and are convinced that how this country handles crime 

makes the problem worse by unnecessarily damaging the lives of 

millions of people, wasting tens of billions of dollars each year and 

creating social and economic stress in many of our largest cities. 

 

The report focuses on how to reduce the nationôs prison population 

without adversely affecting public safety. People should be held 

accountable for their crimes but this can be done through alternative 

sentencing and with shorter sentences in prison and on parole and 

probation. 

 

The report summarizes the current problem demonstrating that 

incarcerating large numbers of people has little impact on crime and 

also shows how the improper use of probation and parole increases 

incarceration rates while doing little to control crime.  The report shows 

how this flawed system can be changed by making recommendations 

that are practical and cost-effective without jeopardizing public safety. 

 

Implemented on a national basis, the recommendations would gradually 

and safely reduce the nationôs prison and jail populations to half their 

current size. This reduction would generate savings of an estimated $20 

billion a year that could then be reinvested in far more promising crime 

prevention strategies. The result would be a system of justice and 

punishment that is far less costly, more effective, and more humane 

than what we have today.

ABA Calls for Halt to Executions 

In a report issued 10-28-07 the American Bar 

Association called for and end to the death penalty 

citing serious problems in its implementation 

including: 

¶ Spotty collection and preservation of DNA 

evidence, which has been used to exonerate more 

than 200 inmates. 

¶ Misidentification by eyewitnesses 

¶ False confessions from defendants 

¶ Persistent racial disparities that make death 

sentences more likely when victims are white. 

The study was based on how the death penalty 

operates in eight states, but the ABA said every state 

with the death penalty should review its execution 

procedures before putting anyone else to death.

US Senate approves funds for more 
DNA Testing 

The Senate has added $23 million to the Commerce, 

Justice and State departments spending bill for 2008 

to clear a backlog of more than 200,000 criminal 

cases in which the FBI has not conducted DNA tests.  

Such tests could solve more than 3,000 rapes, 

murders and other serious crimes. So far, the money 

is not in the House-passed version.   (USA Today,

From Jail to Jobs 

When Mark Goldsmith gave a talk to a group of 

inmates at New York Cityôs Rikers Island Prison, he 

was impressed by their eagerness and intelligence, 

but was worried about their futures, since some 50% 

of ex-cons end up back in jail.  So he founded 

Getting Out and Staying Out (GOSO), a group that 

begins working with male inmates ages 18-24 shortly 

after theyôre incarcerated and continues assisting 

them even after they finish their sentences.  ñSo 

many of them ask me, 'Why are you here for us?ôò 

says Goldsmith. ñI tell them that when I was their 

age, I was very confused too.ò When an inmate is 

released, heôs expected to show up at GOSO offices 

within a week. Goldsmithôs dedication has paid off: 

Only about 10% of the men whoôve gone through his 

program have returned to prison.  (From 

www.Parade.com/intel  10-28-07) 

 

“Noted” from The Week:

LA CURE is Recognized:                
 Catholic Charities Archdiocese of New Orleans Office of Justice & 

Peace hosted a Prayer Banquet for CCHD (Catholic Campaign for 

Human Development) Partners in the New Orleans area on Thursday, 

November 15, 2007.  With the help of CCHD funding, a New Orleans 

CURE group and two support groups have been established in the New 

Orleans area. 

 

Religious Books in Federal Prisons 
The Federal Bureau of Prisons has revised its Chapel Library Project to 

address the concerns of religious groups and prisoner advocacy 

organizations.  There will now be a systematic review of the books and 

materials. There are four criteria for review: 

¶ Is the material religious in nature 

¶ Does it jeopardize the safety, security and good order of the 

institution 

¶ Does it facilitate criminal activity 

¶ Could it be used to radicalize or incite inmates to violence. 

If the materials are religious and are not objectionable under criteria, 

the materials will be places in the chapel library. If materials do not 

meet these criteria, the chaplain will submit a form stating explicitly the 

reasons for objecting to it, and submit it to the central office, where it 

will be separately reviewed. New and donated materials will be handled 

using the same criteria. (From Pat Nolan, Vice President of Prison

When Offenders Break the Rules 
Smart Responses to Parole and Probation Violations 

ñThe incarceration of offenders who break the rules of their probation 

or parole is one of the chief reasons for the rapid growth of prison and 

jail populations and costs. Over 230,000 parole violators were admitted 

to prison in 2005, accounting for more than one-third of all admissions. 

Half the U.S. jail population is the consequence of failure under 

community supervision.ò   

Launched in 2006 as a project of Pewôs Center on the States, the Public 

Safety Performance Project seeks to help states advance fiscally sound 

data-driven policies and practices in sentencing and corrections that 

protect public safety, hold offenders accountable, and control 

corrections costs.

The Battered Womenôs Program began 

working at the LA Correctional Institute for Women 

(LCIW) 20+ years ago.  We began new education 

and support groups in 2007 for the ñSurvivors of 

Domestic Violence,ò and the growth and 

participation has expanded exponentially. 

Statistics show that approximately 75% of 

incarcerated women have experienced domestic 

violence.  Some women are in prison as a direct 

result of abuse in their adult relationships; many still 

carry scars of abuse from their childhood.  The 

majority of the women have children who are their 

primary concern.  Most are counting down to their 

release date and the opportunity to begin anew. 

Education and support groups are held, 

which consist of ten week sessions.  The women who 

ñgraduateò from the Education program may then 

move into the Leadership group.  There, they can 

develop counseling skills, help teach the beginning 

groups, and become advocates for one another. 

The Leadership group has also begun 

publishing a newsletter about domestic violence 

entitled ñEnough Is Enough!ò  They write their own 

articles, poetry and prose, with the hope of providing 

understanding and inspiration to other women who 

are struggling with abuse in their lives. The 

newsletter is distributed throughout the prison and is 

also available to anyone interested by calling the 

BWP office at 225-389-3001. 

The growth of the program has been very 

rewarding.  Even as the groups expand, we still have 

a waiting list to participate.  Watching the women 

respond to the message that they are not alone in the 

experience of domestic violence and that they are 

stronger than they think  has been a powerful 

catalyst.  The women develop a new self-confidence 

from a more objective understanding of their life 

experiences and future choices.  It is a privilege and a 

joy to be a part of that transformation.
